EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE BUSINESS

A. Loan of UNNC lawn signs to South Seas House fomating summer camp — C. STUBBS -
ACTION.
As a member of the Park Advisory board, Stevieqaresd the request on behalf of Carlton
Stubbs. Carlton, the park activities director walikd to use some yard signs to promote summer
programs at the South Seas House. UNNC has somesiggns in storage, and it was suggested
that UNNC loan the yard signs to Benny Potter Park.

B. Funding Request — to provide food and refreshmamstime for the CPAB meeting — R.
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Amemiya.

Roy Amemiya, who is co-Chair of the Wilshire Divasi Community Police Advisory Board
presented a funding request for up to $125 forihg$ood and refreshment at their regularly
scheduled July 212011 public meeting. The purpose is to encousdigamdance by members of
the public to interact with Senior Lead Officerslaangage with community issues.

Roy Amemiya will also take a UNNC email sign-up et solicit email addresses of any
UNNC stakeholders who may attend. UNNC will alsgobemoted in the CPAB email blast.

MOTION: Stevie Stern moved to recommend to the Governiraydthat UNNC fund up to
$125 to host food and refreshment.

C. Funding Request — the beautification project in idfesHeights neighborhood for traffic calming
easements; seeking funds that were previously apgroy the Board but could not be accessed
by the project due to end-of-year city paymentrietsins.

Chris Carlson presented for the Western HeightgiNmirhood Association. The plants were
successfully purchased in the last fiscal year.

Although the funds were approved by UNNC last fisesr, there were problems getting a
proper invoice from the concrete supplier, and lagotontractor stated they took credit cards but
actually only accepts PayPal, but PayPal is naysapproved payment method.

The Western Heights Neighborhood Association igwéng their request for funding, for the
remaining amount of $5500, which includes $350Cctmrcrete and $2000 for installation labor.

They have been informed that an additional fee4@0® is going to be imposed by Building and
Safety, which impacted the budget. They have 188 ttacomplete the project.

Dianne Lawrence asked if Western Heights has seiffidunds for this project without UNNC
contributing.

Billie Green asked when Western Heights could mle list of pledges with specific amounts,
without requiring names.

MOTION: Norman Gilmore moved that this request be forwatddtie Governing Board for
consideration, provided that Western Heights docurtie sources of previously committed
funds and currently committed pledges (without neng disclosure of names of those who are
donating anonymously), and noting that the Exeeu@mmittee is not endorsing a specific
amount and suggests that Western Heights congagng within the originally approved $3400,
less funds expended.

Stevie Stern seconded.

D. Funding Request — Jefferson Park Inter-Faith Muial South — ACTION

Luis South presented a selection of photos of conitpmembers painting a mural in an alley in
the Bungalows area of Jefferson Park betwe&had@d 31 between St. Andrews and Western.
Community members have been weeding the alleyeridiming the alley as a useful space.
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Currently there are about 10 paintable walls, amnciis are mostly completed.

Luis South presented a funding request for paidtgainting supplies sufficient to paint 4 walls,
each about 40 feet long and about six feet tadl (hdth of a single lot). The paints would be
used over the course of one or two weekends angrtiect is expected to be finished by the end
of July 2011.

MOTION: Norman Gilmore moved that a funding request fotau$900 for at least 40 quarts of
paint and 10 gallons of primer (in aggregate, tlegsenot to be taken as the actual size of the
cans) and painting supplies for the Bungalows atteyal painting project be forwarded to the
Governing Board for consideration.

E. Funding Request — Purchase of African AmericanuCaltHeritage Booklets for WAHA.

Laura Meyers presented for West Adams Heritage dason. WAHA has written and published
a full color 48 page book which covers the histoinAfrican Americans in West Adams. WAHA
is working with the National Trust on a grant. Téeras a discussion about how this book may
be able to be used for outreach by UNNC.
